The wine undergoes careful vinification and aging 
processes to develop its complex flavor profile. After 
harvesting, the grapes are fermented and then aged 
in oak barrels, which imparts nuanced vanilla and 
chocolate notes to the wine. This aging process, which 
can last between 12 to 24 months for red Bordeaux wines, 
allows for an exchange between the air and the wine, 
enhancing its aromatic profile and adding subtle oaky 
characteristics.
